Talking Points: Ban 287g:  Indivisible and ACLU

A 287g agreements is a partnership between U.S. Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) and state or local law enforcement agencies that delegates authority to local officers to perform certain immigration enforcement functions. The 287g agreements in Maryland are jail-based.

· ICE arrests have increased markedly:
· 2023: 3.1/day
· 2024: 3.7 per day
· 2025 (so far): 9.8/day

· Until 2024, only 3 MD counties had 287g agreements: Harford, Cecil, and Frederick; since then, 5 more counties have signed agreements: Washington, St. Mary’s, Alleghany, Carroll, and Garrett.  Wicomico about ready to sign one as well.

· Most people arrested by ICE are not criminals
· 60% have never been convicted of a crime
· Roughly 4 in 10 have never been charged with a crime
· Among convicted criminals, 25% were convicted of traffic offenses

287(g) agreements are harmful:
· They promote racial profiling, and by design, target people with no criminal convictions or low-level offenses
· They turn minor interactions with local law enforcement into life-altering situations – detention, deportation, and separation from families.
· They divert local tax dollars away from evidence-based community safety strategies and toward mass deportations.
· They erode public trust in law enforcement — immigrants will not report crime or assist in police investigations if they fear immigration consequences.
